Definition: decrease
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The Clare Pioneer’s enthusiasm was abated after the Hornets scored their third touchdown!

When Brian opened his eyes again it was evening  an some of the sharp pain  had abated- there were many dull aches- and the crash came back to him fully. (pg 33)

The pain in Mrs. Dee’s head finally abated.
