Definition: to surround tightly
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The precious sapphire was imbedded in  Princess Kate’s  forehead as a symbol of her devotion to the people of H-Town.
The thick cotton pad imbedded the valuable vase in the box.

It was some form of chalky granite, or sandstone, but imbedded in the wall were large pieces of a darker stone, a harder and darker stone (pg. 86).

The glass imbedded in the soft tar of the road.
